thoughts than your thoughts.

2. Deuteronomy 32:39
*See now that I, even I, am he, and there is no god with me: I kill, and I make alive; I
wound, and I heal: neither is there any that can deliver out of my hand.

3. Romans 13:1-2
'Let every soul be subject unto the higher powers. For there is no power but of God: the
powers that be are ordained of God. > Whosoever therefore resisteth the power, resisteth the
ordinance of God: and they that resist shall receive to themselves damnation.

4. Romans 9:8-22
$That is, They which are the children of the flesh, these are not the children of God: but the
children of the promise are counted for the seed. ° For this is the word of promise, At this

As it is written, Jacob have I loved, but Esau have I hated. '* What shall we say then? Is there
unrighteousness with God? God forbid.  For he saith to Moses, I will have mercy on whom
I will have mercy, and I will have compassion on whom I will have compassion. '®So then if
is not of him that willeth, nor of him that runneth, but of God that sheweth mercy. '’ For the



scripture saith unto Pharaoh, Even for this same purpose have I raised thee up, that I might
shew my power in thee, and that my name might be declared throughout all the earth.

'8 Therefore hath he mercy on whom he will have mercy, and whom he will he hardeneth.
Thou wilt say then unto me, Why doth he yet find fault? For who hath resisted his will?

**Nay but, O man, who art thou that repliest against God? Shall the thing formed say to him
that formed iz, Why hast thou made me thus? * Hath not the potter power over the clay, of
the same lump to make one vessel unto honour, and another unto dishonour? ** What if God,
willing to shew his wrath, and to make his power known, endured with much longsuffering
the vessels of wrath fitted to destruction:
