1. 2 Thessalonians 3:6 (KJV) 
6 Now we command you, brethren, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that ye 

withdraw yourselves from every brother that walketh disorderly, and not after the 

tradition which he received of us. 

2. Ephesians 5:11 (KJV) 
11 And have no fellowship with the unfruitful works of darkness, but rather reprove

them. 

3. 2 Corinthians 6:14 (KJV) 
14 Be ye not unequally yoked together with unbelievers: for what fellowship hath 

righteousness with unrighteousness? and what communion hath light with 

darkness? 

4. 1 Corinthians 5:9-11 (KJV) 
9 I wrote unto you in an epistle not to company with fornicators: 
10 Yet not altogether with the fornicators of this world, or with the covetous, or 

extortioners, or with idolaters; for then must ye needs go out of the world. 
11 But now I have written unto you not to keep company, if any man that is called a

brother be a fornicator, or covetous, or an idolater, or a railer, or a drunkard, or an 

extortioner; with such an one no not to eat. 

5. Romans 16:17 (KJV) 
17 Now I beseech you, brethren, mark them which cause divisions and offences 

contrary to the doctrine which ye have learned; and avoid them. 

6. Haggai 2:13-14 (KJV) 
13 Then said Haggai, If one that is unclean by a dead body touch any of these, shall

it be unclean? And the priests answered and said, It shall be unclean. 
14 Then answered Haggai, and said, So is this people, and so is this nation before 

me, saith the LORD; and so is every work of their hands; and that which they offer

there is unclean. 

7. 1 Timothy 6:5 (KJV) 
5 Perverse disputings of men of corrupt minds, and destitute of the truth, supposing

that gain is godliness: from such withdraw thyself. 

8. 2 Timothy 3:4-5 (KJV) 
4 Traitors, heady, highminded, lovers of pleasures more than lovers of God; 
5 Having a form of godliness, but denying the power thereof: from such turn away. 



9. 2 John 1:10-11 (KJV) 
10 If there come any unto you, and bring not this doctrine, receive him not into 

your house, neither bid him God speed: 
11 For he that biddeth him God speed is partaker of his evil deeds. 

10. Proverbs 22:24-25 (KJV) 
24 Make no friendship with an angry man; and with a furious man thou shalt not go: 
25 Lest thou learn his ways, and get a snare to thy soul. 

11. 1 Corinthians 15:33 (KJV) 
33 Be not deceived: evil communications corrupt good manners. 

12. Proverbs 23:6-7 (KJV) 
6 Eat thou not the bread of him that hath an evil eye, neither desire thou his dainty 

meats: 
7 For as he thinketh in his heart, so is he: Eat and drink, saith he to thee; but his 

heart is not with thee. 

13. Exodus 23:2 (KJV) 
2 Thou shalt not follow a multitude to do evil; neither shalt thou speak in a cause to

decline after many to wrest judgment: 

14. Exodus 34:12 (KJV) 
12 Take heed to thyself, lest thou make a covenant with the inhabitants of the land 

whither thou goest, lest it be for a snare in the midst of thee: 

15. Psalms 1:1 (KJV) 
1 Blessed is the man that walketh not in the counsel of the ungodly, nor standeth in 

the way of sinners, nor sitteth in the seat of the scornful. 

16. Proverbs 4:14 (KJV) 
14 Enter not into the path of the wicked, and go not in the way of evil men. 

17. Proverbs 24:1 (KJV) 
1 Be not thou envious against evil men, neither desire to be with them. 

18. Deuteronomy 12:30 (KJV) 
30 Take heed to thyself that thou be not snared by following them, after that they be

destroyed from before thee; and that thou enquire not after their gods, saying, How

did these nations serve their gods? even so will I do likewise. 

19. 1 Samuel 8:19-20 (KJV) 
19 Nevertheless the people refused to obey the voice of Samuel; and they said, Nay;

but we will have a king over us; 



20 That we also may be like all the nations; and that our king may judge us, and go 

out before us, and fight our battles. 

20. 2 Kings 17:15 (KJV) 
15 And they rejected his statutes, and his covenant that he made with their fathers, 

and his testimonies which he testified against them; and they followed vanity, and 

became vain, and went after the heathen that were round about them, concerning 

whom the LORD had charged them, that they should not do like them.
