Strong’s Greek Number 5046: teleios complete (in various applications of labor,
growth, mental and moral character, etc.);
neuter (as noun, with 3588 (ho)) completeness :-
of full age, man, perfect )

Matthew 5:48 Be ye therefore perfect, even as your Father which is in heaven is perfect.

Matthew 19:21 Jesus said unto him, If thou wilt be perfect, go and sell that thou hast, and give
to the poor, and thou shalt have treasure in heaven: and come and follow me.

Romans 12:2 And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of
your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.

1 Corinthians 2:6 Howbeit we speak wisdom among them that are perfect: yet not the wisdom
of this world, nor of the princes of this world, that come to nought:

Strong’s Greek Number 5050: teleiosis from <G5448> (phusioo); (the act) completion,
i.e. (of prophecy) verification, or (of expiation)
absolution :- perfection, performance.

Luke 1:45 And blessed is she that believed: for there shall be a performance of those things
which were told her from the Lord.

Hebrews 7:11 If therefore perfection were by the Levitical priesthood, (for under it the people
received the law,) what further need was there that another priest should rise after the order of
Melchisedec, and not be called after the order of Aaron?

consummater :- finisher.

Hebrews 12:2 Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of our faith; who for the joy that was
set before him endured the cross, despising the shame, and is set down at the right hand of the
throne of God.

Strong’s Greek Number 5052: telesphoreo from a compound of <G5056> (telos) and
<G5342> (phero); to be a bearer to completion
(maturity), i.e. to ripen fruit (figurative) :- bring
fruit to perfection.

Luke 8:14 And that which fell among thorns are they, which, when they have heard, go forth,
and are choked with cares and riches and pleasures of this life, and bring no fruit to perfection.

Strong’s Greek Number 5053: teleutao from a presumed derivative of <G5055> (teleo);
to finish life (by implication of <G979> (bios)),
i.e. expire (demise) :- be dead, decease, die.
