(h)'orizo occurs eight times in the new testament. If the verb is aorist (past
tense) or a verb that the action begins in the past then the prefix pro (our
word pre - meaning before) applies by reason of the tense, therefore 'orizo
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takes on the meaning predestinate, pro' orizo, by mere tense of the verb
(h)'orizo ..
(h)'orizo from 3725 (h)' orion - boundary line, markout or bound, appoint,
decree or specify, declare, limit, determine, ordain (aorist).
