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Spirits in Prison
I Peter 3:18-21

v18 - For Christ also hath once suffered for sins, the just for the unjust, that he might bring us to
God, being put to death in the flesh, but quickened by the Spirit:

v19 - By which also he went and preached unto the spirits in prison;

v20 - Which sometime were disobedient, when once the longsuffering of God waited in the days
of Noah, while the ark was a preparing, wherein few, that is, eight souls were saved by water.

v21 - The like figure whereunto [even] baptism doth also now save us (not the putting away of

the filth of the flesh, but the answer of a good conscience toward God,) by the resurrection of
Jesus Christ:

Jesus did not go to hell - soul not left in hell
Acts 2:27-31

v27 - Because thou wilt not leave my soul in hell, neither wilt thou suffer thine Holy One
to see corruption.

v28 - Thou hast made known to me the ways of life; thou shalt make me full of joy with
thy countenance.

v29 - Men [and] brethren, let me freely speak unto you of the patriarch David, that he is
both dead and buried, and his sepulchre is with us unto this day.

v30 - Therefore being a prophet, and knowing that God had sworn with an oath to him,
that of the fruit of his loins, according to the flesh, he would raise up Christ to sit on his

throne;

v31 - He seeing this before spake of the resurrection of Christ, that his soul was not left in
hell, neither his flesh did see corruption.

Prison - Phulake - light dark day night

Forgiveness - Aphesis (remission) release from prison

Gentiles in Dark
*Bring my soul out of prison that | may praise

Psalms 142:7

v7 - Bring my soul out of prison, that I may praise thy name: the righteous shall
compass me about; for thou shalt deal bountifully with me.



Out of prison he cometh to reign
Ecclesiastes 4:14

v14 - For out of prison he cometh to reign; whereas also [he that is] born in his
kingdom becometh poor.

(Kings of the earth) shall be shut up in prison
Isaiah 24:22

v22 - And they shall be gathered together, [as] prisoners are gathered in the pit,
and shall be shut up in the prison, and after many days shall they be visited.

*Sit in darkness out of prison house
Isaiah 42:1, 6,7, 16, 17, 22

vl - Behold my servant, whom I uphold; mine elect, in whom my soul delighteth;
I have put my spirit upon him: he shall bring forth judgment to the Gentiles.

v6 - I the LORD have called thee in righteousness, and will hold thine hand, and
will keep thee, and give thee for a covenant of the people, for a light of the
Gentiles;

v7 - To open the blind eyes, to bring out the prisoners from the prison, and them
that sit in darkness out of the prison house.

v16 - And I will bring the blind by a way that they knew not; I will lead them in
paths that they have not known: I will make darkness light before them, and

crooked things straight. These things will I do unto them, and not forsake them.

v17 - They shall be turned back, they shall be greatly ashamed, that trust in
graven images, that say to the molten images, Ye are our gods.

v22 - But this is a people robbed and spoiled; they are all of them snared in holes,
and they are hid in prison houses: they are for a prey, and none delivereth; for a
spoil, and none saith, Restore.

*Opening of the prison

Isaiah 61:1

vl - The Spirit of the Lord GOD is upon me; because the LORD hath anointed me
to preach good tidings unto the meek; he hath sent me to bind up the



brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to the captives, and the opening of the prison to
them that are bound;

Let the sighing of the prisoners come before thee
Psalm 79:11

v11 - Let the sighing of the prisoner come before thee; according to the greatness
of thy power preserve thou those that are appointed to die;

Hear the groaning of the prisoners
Psalm 102:20

v20 - To hear the groaning of the prisoner; to loose those that are appointed to
death;

The Lord despiseth not his prisoners
Psalm 69:33
v33 - For the LORD heareth the poor, and despiseth not his prisoners.
The Lord looseth the prisoners
Psalm 146:7

v7 - Which executeth judgment for the oppressed: which giveth food to the
hungry. The LORD looseth the prisoners:

Bow down under the prisoners
Isaiah 10:1-4

vl - Woe unto them that decree unrighteous decrees, and that write grievousness
which they have prescribed;

v2 - To turn aside the needy from judgment, and to take away the right from the
poor of my people, that widows may be their prey, and that they may rob the
fatherless!

v3 - And what will ye do in the day of visitation, and in the desolation which shall
come from far? to whom will ye flee for help? and where will ye leave your
glory?



v4 - Without me they shall bow down under the prisoners, and they shall fall
under the slain. For all this his anger is not turned away, but his hand is stretched
out still.

Opened not the house of his prisoners
Isaiah 14:17

v17 - That made the world as a wilderness, and destroyed the cities thereof; that
opened not the house of his prisoners?

Egyptians prisoners
Isaiah 20:4

v4 - So shall the king of Assyria lead away the Egyptians prisoners, and the
Ethiopians captives, young and old, naked and barefoot, even with their buttocks
uncovered, to the shame of Egypt.

*Light to gentiles
Isaiah 49:6, 9, 22

v6 - And he said, It is a light thing that thou shouldest be my servant to raise up
the tribes of Jacob, and to restore the preserved of Israel: I will also give thee for a
light to the Gentiles, that thou mayest be my salvation unto the end of the earth.

vO - That thou mayest say to the prisoners, Go forth; to them that are in darkness,
Shew yourselves. They shall feed in the ways, and their pastures shall be in all
high places.

v22 - Thus saith the Lord GOD, Behold, I will lift up mine hand to the Gentiles,
and set up my standard to the people: and they shall bring thy sons in their arms,
and thy daughters shall be carried upon their shoulders.

Habakkuk 2:14

v14 - For the earth shall be filled with the knowledge of the glory of the LORD,
as the waters cover the sea.

Zechariah 9:10

v10 - And I will cut off the chariot from Ephraim, and the horse from Jerusalem,
and the battle bow shall be cut off: and he shall speak peace unto the heathen: and
his dominion shall be from sea even to sea, and from the river even to the ends of
the earth.



Jeremiah 16:19
v19 - O LORD, my strength, and my fortress, and my refuge in the day of
affliction, the Gentiles shall come unto thee from the ends of the earth, and shall
say, Surely our fathers have inherited lies, vanity, and things wherein there is no
profit.

Lamentations 3:34
v34 - To crush under his feet all the prisoners of the earth,
Sent forth thy prisoners
Zechariah 9:11, 12

v11 - As for thee also, by the blood of thy covenant I have sent forth thy prisoners
out of the pit wherein is no water.

v12 - Turn you to the strong hold, ye prisoners of hope: even to day do I declare
that 1 will render double unto thee;

*Thy seed inherit Gentiles
*Isaiah 54:3

v3 - For thou shalt break forth on the right hand and on the left; and thy seed shall
inherit the Gentiles, and make the desolate cities to be inhabited.

*Gentiles to the light
*Isaiah 60:1, 3, 5, 11, 16

vl - Arise, shine; for thy light is come, and the glory of the LORD is risen upon
thee.

v3 - And the Gentiles shall come to thy light, and kings to the brightness of thy
rising.

v5 - Then thou shalt see, and flow together, and thine heart shall fear, and be
enlarged; because the abundance of the sea shall be converted unto thee, the
forces of the Gentiles shall come unto thee.



v11 - Therefore thy gates shall be open continually; they shall not be shut day nor
night; that men may bring unto thee the forces of the Gentiles, and that their kings
may be brought.

v16 - Thou shalt also suck the milk of the Gentiles, and shalt suck the breast of
kings: and thou shalt know that I the LORD am thy Saviour and thy Redeemer,
the mighty One of Jacob.

*Isaiah 61:1, 6, 9

vl - The Spirit of the Lord GOD is upon me; because the LORD hath anointed me
to preach good tidings unto the meek; he hath sent me to bind up the
brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to the captives, and the opening of the prison to
them that are bound;

v6 - But ye shall be named the Priests of the LORD: men shall call you the
Ministers of our God: ye shall eat the riches of the Gentiles, and in their glory
shall ye boast yourselves.

v9 - And their seed shall be known among the Gentiles, and their offspring among
the people: all that see them shall acknowledge them, that they are the seed which
the LORD hath blessed.

*Isaiah 62:2

v2 - And the Gentiles shall see thy righteousness, and all kings thy glory: and thou
shalt be called by a new name, which the mouth of the LORD shall name.

*Isaiah 66:12, 19

v12 - For thus saith the LORD, Behold, I will extend peace to her like a river, and
the glory of the Gentiles like a flowing stream: then shall ye suck, ye shall be
borne upon her sides, and be dandled upon her knees.

v19 - And I will set a sign among them, and I will send those that escape of them
unto the nations, fo Tarshish, Pul, and Lud, that draw the bow, fo Tubal, and
Javan, fo the isles afar off, that have not heard my fame, neither have seen my
glory; and they shall declare my glory among the Gentiles.

*Jeremiah 16:19

v19 - O LORD, my strength, and my fortress, and my refuge in the day of
affliction, the Gentiles shall come unto thee from the ends of the earth, and shall
say, Surely our fathers have inherited lies, vanity, and things wherein there is no
profit.



Hosea 8:8

v8 - Israel is swallowed up: now shall they be among the Gentiles as a vessel
wherein is no pleasure.

Joel 3:9

v9 - Proclaim ye this among the Gentiles; Prepare war, wake up the mighty men,
let all the men of war draw near; let them come up:

Lamb Gentiles; Lion Beast
Micah 5:8

v8 - And the remnant of Jacob shall be among the Gentiles in the midst of many
people as a lion among the beasts of the forest, as a young lion among the flocks
of sheep: who, if he go through, both treadeth down, and teareth in pieces, and
none can deliver.

Table of the Lord polluted
Isaiah 41:22

v22 - Let them bring them forth, and shew us what shall happen: let them shew
the former things, what they be, that we may consider them, and know the latter
end of them; or declare us things for to come.

Malachi 1:11-14

v11 - For from the rising of the sun even unto the going down of the same my
name shall be great among the Gentiles; and in every place incense shall be
offered unto my name, and a pure offering: for my name shall be great among the
heathen, saith the LORD of hosts.

v12 - But ye have profaned it, in that ye say, The table of the LORD is polluted;
and the fruit thereof, even his meat, is contemptible.

v13 - Ye said also, Behold, what a weariness is it! and ye have snuffed at it, saith
the LORD of hosts; and ye brought that which was torn, and the lame, and the
sick; thus ye brought an offering: should I accept this of your hand? saith the
LORD.

v14 - But cursed be the deceiver, which hath in his flock a male, and voweth, and
sacrificeth unto the Lord a corrupt thing: for I am a great King, saith the LORD of
hosts, and my name is dreadful among the heathen.

Paul New Testament Isaiah
*Acts 26:15-18

v15 - And I said, Who art thou, Lord? And he said, I am Jesus whom thou
persecutest.

v16 - But rise, and stand upon thy feet: for I have appeared unto thee for this
purpose, to make thee a minister and a witness both of these things which thou
hast seen, and of those things in the which I will appear unto thee;

v17 - Delivering thee from the people, and from the Gentiles, unto whom now I
send thee,

v18 - To open their eyes, and to turn them from darkness to light, and from the
power of Satan unto God, that they may receive forgiveness of sins, and
inheritance among them which are sanctified by faith that is in me.

v7 - But contrariwise, when they saw that the gospel of the uncircumcision was
committed unto me, as the gospel of the circumcision was unto Peter;

v8 - (For he that wrought effectually in Peter to the apostleship of the
circumcision, the same was mighty in me toward the Gentiles:)

Earth Full of Knowledge & Glory

Above mountains
Isaiah 2:1-4
v1 - The word that Isaiah the son of Amoz saw concerning Judah and Jerusalem.

v2 - And it shall come to pass in the last days, [that] the mountain of the LORD’S
house shall be established in the top of the mountains, and shall be exalted above
the hills; and all nations shall flow unto it.

v3 - And many people shall go and say, Come ye, and let us go up to the
mountain of the LORD, to the house of the God of Jacob; and he will teach us of
his ways, and we will walk in his paths: for out of Zion shall go forth the law, and
the word of the LORD from Jerusalem.



v4 - And he shall judge among the nations, and shall rebuke many people: and
they shall beat their swords into plowshares, and their spears into pruninghooks:
nation shall not lift up sword against nation, neither shall they learn war any more.

Zech 9:10
v10 - And I will cut off the chariot from Ephraim, and the horse from Jerusalem, and the
battle bow shall be cut off: and he shall speak peace unto the heathen: and his dominion
shall be from sea even to sea, and from the river even to the ends of the earth.
